Paragraph #2:  Explain three reasons why you picked this colony.  How does it fit your character’s needs?  How is it better than home?   (this may be three very short paragraphs)
· If describing how it fits your occupation then answer the following:  Is there plenty of work?  Do you own your own house, shop, business or farm?  How does this place create success for you? You can give details about how the geography, location, soil, natural resources or climate help your occupation.

· If describing how it fits your religion then give details about the religion and politics of the colony.  Why do you feel welcome here?  How do the laws or leaders of the colony affect your religious practices?  How will this affect your future or the future of your family?  Will this be alluring to your family back in Europe?

· If describing how this colony fits your nationality then give details about the people of the colony and how this colony is a good setting for your friends and family back home.  Why are people of your nationality in this colony?  What kind of other people are there in your colony?  Are your nation’s people in one particular part of the colony? (i.e. the Irish-Scots were clustered in the highlands of the South and the Germans were in western Pennsylvania.)

Paragraph #3 Explain why this colony is better for you than other colonies.  Convince your family that this colony is where they should go instead of another region.
Conclusion:  Focus on the future.  What do you want from your family?  Do you want them to join you?  Is one of them or more supposed to move next?  Are they to be concerned about you or happy for you?
