GUIDELINES TO A PRODUCTIVE REHEARSAL WHILE EARNING YOUR DAILY PARTICIPATION POINTS
· Prepare for daily rehearsal once you arrive: assemble your instrument and bring all materials to your chair, unprompted (within 2 minutes of late bell). (1)
· Use good posture at all times while playing your instrument. (2)
· Have a pencil and music on your stand during every rehearsal and mark your parts when instructed to do so. (3)
· Have your own music part on stand, even if sharing with a partner so that you will have your music appropriately marked for home practice. (4)
· Listen for instructions immediately following each cutoff; please remain focused and attentive during this time! (5)
· SUBDIVIDE, SUBDIVIDE, SUBDIVIDE!! (6)
· Only play or touch instruments that belong to you or have been checked out to you; do NOT touch or play other instruments without permission. (7)
· Respect your fellow musician, audience members, facilities, equipment, sheet music and method books. (8)
· Come to class with a cooperative attitude and a willingness to help others. (9)
· Always clean up around your area before you leave the room and pick up any trash as necessary. (10)
