HOW TO DO A SCIENCE FAIR PROJECT

1.  Choose a science topic that you are interested in doing

(One that is not too hard, nor too easy).

2.  Fill out the project entry form, and turn it in to your school.

3.  Begin your work on your project:

a. Organize everything you plan to do.

b. Write out your purpose and procedure.

c. If you are doing an experiment, make a hypothesis (guess) about what you think will happen.

d. Collect all the materials you will need.

e. Perform your experiment/ investigation/ observation,

f. Collect and record your observations and data.

g. Do any research you need to support your investigation/data.

h. What did you learn or find out about your topic during your experiment/ research/ observation? Tell us!

i. Was your hypothesis (guess) correct – why or why not?

4. Begin work on your project display board.  Present the information you collected in an easy-to-read way.  Include graphs, tables, and photos if you have them.  If you did an experiment or investigation, use the Scientific Method to display your information: Purpose/Question, Hypothesis, Materials, Procedure, Results/Data, and Conclusion.

5. Finish working on your project display board, and any models or demonstrations that represent your topic.  Check to make sure your work is NEAT, APPEALING, and EDITED!! 

6. Bring your project to school for the Science Fair.
